CHOOSING A VENUE

Your own ground may be suitable, or you may find it easier to hire a
stadium for the day, but we can play anywhere from a village green
to the San Siro!

We'll need:
* A designated viewing area for corporate guests.
* A hall, room or marquee for lunch or dinner guests.

* A secure area for our commentary team and their equipment.

* A designated area for players to sign autographs and pose for pictures.

* An exclusive area for Lashings players and staff,
plus changing facilities (with a security official).

* Areas accessible to the general public.

* A site for the Lashings mobile shop and any from our sponsors.
® Positions for Lashings banners and advertising.

e Secure parking for Lashings players and staff.

e Position for franchised vendors (burgers, tea bars etc).

PROMOTE THE GAME

i) Use the local press and websites, radio stations, regional tv and social
networking. We can help you co-ordinate a highly effective PR campaign
and make star players available for interview.

Word of mouth also plays a crucial role. Try to include as many club
members, parents, relatives and ex-players as possible - even your local
council may be able to help.

ii) You'll need to sell a minimum number of tickets to corporate guests to

cover costs and anything you make above that is profit, either for your club

or the charity of your choice.

Eleven tables can have a Lashings star join them
for lunch or dinner.

As a guide, our regular event organisers sell tables of 10
for between £500 and £600. Our minimum number of
guests is 200 at 20 tables, but you should aim to sell

25 tables to ensure a healthy profit (before the other
fundraising begins).

Use your club's network of volunteers and contacts to
drum up as much inferest as possible and make it an
unmissable event!

In 2010 Bromley Cricket Club sold an incredible
1000 tickets to corporate guests ... try to beat that!

ORGANISE LUNCH OR DINNER FOR
YOUR CORPORATE GUESTS

This can either be in a marquee or in a suitable room, hall or suite at the
ground of your choice.

If you opt for a marquee remember you may need to bring in portable
heating units depending on the time of year. We'll also need an adequate
electricity supply for our PA system.

If all this sounds a litle daunting, don't worry. We have an extensive
network of contacts and can put you in fouch with the most competitive
caterers in your area.

The lunch will be punctuated by carefully orchestrated fundraising
activities, so our staff will liaise with the caterers to ensure everything runs
smoothly.
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The Lashings All-Stars are committed to supporting and developing
football at grassroots level. Our costs are covered by fundraising
activities during the corporate lunch or dinner.

Once you've sold the minimum 200 tickets to cover your costs,
you can raise your own funds in any number of ways, including:

® Selling tables hosted by Lashings players at premium rates.

® Selling individual places at mixed tables.
® Charging at the gate for the general public.
® Food and refreshment franchises.

® Fundraising among non-corporate guests, eg raffles,
sweepstakes, golden goal etc.

® Sponsorship of the event itself, plus the match ball,
individual players etc.

® We will auction two items of your choice during our own auction.
